Degree Structure

The study programme consists of foundation modules that strengthen practical language skills,
competence-oriented core modules, interdisciplinary supplementary modules, as well as advanced
modules and the final Bachelor Thesis. A semester or internship abroad (or an abroad-oriented
semester) in the 5th semester supports an intercultural perspective. Freely selectable subjects, de-
pending on personal career orientation and academic interest, allow for flexibility during the studies.
